Faith for Treadmills
Rarely has there been such a temptation to get a previous Minister’s Letter off the shelf and re-publish it almost without alteration. Our present situation seems similar to that which informed my contribution to February’s Record on the then-brink of Brexit.

However, present repeating circumstances offer insight on a more general issue. What do we do when we find ourselves in the same place time after time? How do we live through the long, similar days of tests and appointments as we wait to be told what’s really wrong? How do we cope when, hour after hour, we can’t manage what once we took for granted? What do we make of those situations of family or finance when the same stresses seem, unflinchingly, to resist our best efforts to address them?

Perseverance is a large and often-repeated idea in Christian faith. Several New Testament letters encourage it among the early Christians, who found persecution was both demanding and unlikely to change. The angel of the church in Ephesus congratulates who have kept going and have not grown weary. It is, though, easier said than done.

In my early teenage years I visited, infrequently enough to make me feel guilty but sufficiently often to get to know, a Miss Sneddon. Badly affected by arthritis, she was confined to her chair in the front room on Armadale’s West Main Street. Sitting there, I looked past her to the street with people passing by. The contrast between easy freedom and imprisonment struck me, even as a youngster.

Over years of visiting I discovered things weren’t so straightforward. Miss Sneddon was warm and welcoming, with a sharp sense of humour, a keen concern for folk and a winning smile. Many people popped in: she heard, and remembered, news about from across the town and among its people. There was a freedom and liveliness in listening and learning which transcended her confinement. I often left more energised than when I had arrived.

There are few easy, and no good, answers to chronic challenge. Faith in a God who, in Christ, is at times frustrated and hard-pressed - and is eventually confined and crucified - may give us other ways of seeing beyond present difficulties to other possibilities. And it may be no coincidence that one of the characteristics of love is that ‘it always protects, always trusts, always hopes.’ And that it ‘always perseveres.’

The oldest 2nd A Brownie must now be nearly 70. Many things have changed in Girl Guiding, yet it has kept its core values. Only last year a new style of programme was introduced to teach girls valuable skills for today and to keep Guiding relevant.
Today we are a thriving pack with 6 leaders and 24 Brownies aged 7-10, which meet every Wednesday night in the Church hall. September is the time of year when we start back after the summer holidays and we turn our attention to this new beginning. The older girls face the challenge of new responsibilities and the younger girls are eager to find out more about Brownies. We have 7 new starts this year and we hope we can capture their enthusiasm as they head through Guiding, learning new skills, sharing experiences and strengthening friendships.
Brownies is about getting together regularly to work on badges, try new things, play games, see friends and explore the topics within our six programme themes - Know Myself, Express Myself, Be Well, Have Adventures, Take Action and Skills for my Future. It's about trying adventurous activities and going along to special events, day trips and sleepovers. Girls work together to explore their local community and the world around them. As leaders, we always try to “do our best” to deliver the Guiding programme.
I am sure that everyone who has been a part of the 2nd A Giffnock Brownie unit has fond memories of their time in the pack and it has made them who they are today, but a 60 year anniversary is not just a chance to look back but an opportunity to look forward and build on what those who have been a part of our pack hand on to us. As our logo says “Girlguiding, we discover, we grow”.
